Dear __________________:

I am a parent of a child identified as gifted by the Hilliard City School district. I am writing to get answers to some conflicting information I have received. In flyers I have received about the immediate and future budget cuts, the only mention of reduced spending on achievement and intelligence testing is that first grade Stanford testing will be discontinued. However, I recently received a letter from Andrew Riggle about the discontinuation of testing for all grades. Since my first child was identified through these tests, I am concerned about how my younger child, who has not yet entered the school system will be identified in a timely manner upon entering school. 


Even though it appears reasonable that testing and identification is to be handled by the Gifted Services Department, I have recently heard that the position of Gifted Services Coordinator has been eliminated by the District. How will there be enough administrative support with the qualifications to ensure that all children entering school have opportunity to be screened for giftedness and to receive services to provide appropriate learning challenges? 


I am concerned about the future of services for my gifted children in this school district and would like some answers to these questions so that I can make appropriate educational choices for my children. I look forward to your response.
